Can LRT carry as many persons as a 12-lane freeway?  Absolutely Not
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I-5 Person Trips - Year 2000
Sum of bus transit trips plus vehicle trips

@ 1.35 average vehicle occupancy

FINDING:  By 2020 with full operation from S.200th to
Northgate, Central Link is estimated to carry only 14%
of the person trips per day carried by I-5 in year 2000.
